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 Consists of:

 Devotion and Discussion
 Prayer
 Building Blocks for Kids (Ex.: “Teaching Children How to Pray”
 Mom Mentor Guide: A seasoned mother who wants to encourage

younger mothers in their faith
 Mom Leader Guide: A mother who leads the group and has a heart to

reach out to other women, moms, and children
 Location: Can be anywhere (home, church, community center, park,

fast food restaurant, etc.)

 Pray and Play groups are starting across the country:

 Young mothers on military bases, where hope and faith are essential
 In rural America, where connecting with other young mothers may

provide the only means of inspiration and support
 In churches, where a program like Pray and Play is easy and fun

Introduce outreach events for young mothers called Moms on the Run.

Moms on the Run: Event designed to give moms the break they need and
deserve

 Consists of:

 Topical dialog about practical aspects of life
 Childcare—often provided by older Stonecroft volunteers
 Interactive discussion
 Personal faith story and gospel presentation
 Follow-up with Stonecroft Bible Studies, small group connections,

special interest groups, community service opportunities, etc.

 Moms will receive:

 A break
 Time with some grown-up conversation
 A chance to interact with someone your own age
 Food you didn’t have to cut into small pieces
 Words of affirmation and encouragement
 An opportunity to hear how God changes lives
